Fill in all of the required fields, then e-mail it to SGABudgetCommittee@yahoo.com by Monday at noon of the week in which you would like your request to be heard.

The Vice President of Finance or the Vice President of Entertainment will e-mail you with when your hearing is scheduled.

Please arrive on time and ready to give a brief presentation about your request, and to answer questions that may come up.
{The Budget Committee meets on Thursdays and the EAC meets on Sundays}
Depending on the nature of the request, the Budget Committee or Entertainment Activities Council might ask you questions like:
-How will your event contribute to the betterment of campus climate?

-Have you sought funding from other sources? For instance, have you approached the Dean of Students Office, academic departments, applied for off-campus grants, or done your own fundraising?
-Have you tried collaborating with other student organizations?

-Have you used your operating budget?/How are you planning to spend your operating budget?

-Do members of your organization pay dues? If so, how much?
-Do Trinity students have to pay in order to attend the event?

-How many students are expected to benefit from the event?

-If this is an annual event, how has it been successful in the past, and what is being changed to make it more successful?
Tips for a successful request:

-Do your homework: Research cheaper options for transportation, lodging, etc. Convince us that what you’re requesting is the least amount of money that you can get by with and that you’ve exhausted all of your other possible funding sources.

-Write a concise but detailed cover letter. It’ll give us a better idea about the request and shows us that you’re prepared and professional.
